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OLYMPIC FIGURE SKATER NICOLE BOBEK RETURNS TO THE ICE,
MAKING COMEBACK BY PERFORMING IN TWO SHOWS

Greenville, S.C. - Nicole Bobek, the 1995 US national champion, world bronze medalist and 1996 United States Olympic team member, continues her remarkable comeback to the ice by performing in Improv-Ice on Dec. 15 at the BI-LO Center in Greenville, S.C.   The show, which features Olympic silver medalist Sasha Cohen and two-time Olympic medalist Nancy Kerrigan, will include a live performance by the band STYX and will be televised nationally on NBC as part of the 2011-12 Pandora NBC Skating Series.

Bobek, who has been considered throughout her career as one of the sports most entertaining performers, is returning to figure skating after a long absence. She has already shown that she is ready to bring her style and personality back to the ice with her stunning performance at last weekend’s "Caesars Tribute II - A Salute to the Ladies of the Ice," which featured such stars as Olympic champion Tara Lipinski and also included a tribute to 1968 gold medalist Peggy Fleming.

In the Improv-Ice show, Bobek and cast members will have only hours to choreograph new programs to music they will receive the morning of the show.  Without the assistance of choreographers, it promises to test the skaters in a way unlike any other, leading to an exciting and creative evening on the ice not seen anywhere else. The format sets up well for Bobek who was known to choreograph her own routines in the midst of competitions.

Joining Bobek, Cohen and Kerrigan will be world bronze medalists and three-time U.S. champions Michael Weiss and Johnny Weir, two-time U.S. Champion Jeremy Abbott, reigning U.S. champion Ryan Bradley, and 2008 U.S. Champion and 2010 Olympian Mirai Nagasu.  Hosting the show will be Olympic champions Brian Boitano and Peggy Fleming.

The skaters will each choreograph a program to live performances from rock band Styx, which has sold more than 35 million albums worldwide.

NBC will televise the show nationally on January 15 from 4:00 - 6:00 p.m. EST, during which the audience can vote on which skater they think improvised the best.
